The Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual and Transgender Strategic Reponses to Violence Grants Program 2003





The NSW Government aims to deliver a whole-of-government response to violence experienced by the GLBT communities. The NSW Attorney General’s Department’s Crime Prevention Division leads a number of initiatives which seek to reduce or prevent violence and respond to the impact of violence on members of gay, lesbian, bisexual and transgender communities.


The Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual & Transgender Strategic Responses to Violence Grants Program aims to support a range of projects that build capacity within the GLBT communities, provide information and education to raise awareness about key issues and that support community members who have experienced violence. 





Who can apply?


Not-for-Profit incorporated community organisations with an established working relationship and/or program links to GLBT communities


Individual consultants or groups with an established working relationship and/or program links to GLBT communities and a recognised incorporated auspicing body. 


Applications from organisations demonstrating established links with relevant Government agencies such as schools or the police local area command and/or relevant community organisations, will be preferred. Joint applications from more than one organisation or group are encouraged. 





When and how to apply?





Advertisements will appear in the Sydney Morning Herald and other key publications, including gay and lesbian media, on and after Saturday 1 March 2003.


Application forms must be completed and sent to the Crime Prevention Division no later than COB 31 March 2003.

What level of financial assistance is offered?





Up to $75,000 has been allocated to the GLBT SRV Grants Fund. There is no funding limit for projects, however it should be noted that funds are non-recurrent in nature. Applicants seeking amounts over $5,000 are encouraged to indicate stages in their projects to facilitate part funding of projects where possible. 





Objectives of the GLBT SRV Grants Program:





Projects funded under the GLBT SRV Grants Program 2003 should aim to do one or more of the following:


encourage knowledge and skills development within the GLBT communities to build capacity to respond to violence


encourage knowledge and skills development within the community overall, and especially amongst young people, to build capacity to respond to violence


provide support to all those affected by violence experienced by the GLBT communities


address hate related violence as well as other forms of violence eg. domestic violence and family violence within same-sex families and sexual violence


respond to homophobia or homophobic behaviours in order to prevent violence


develop personal skills amongst GLBT community members in order to prevent violence.





Applications must demonstrate GLBT communities involvement in planning the project. 


Applications must also demonstrate connection with other groups, organisations and/or agencies, whether this is by way of support, consultation, liaison or active involvement such as collaboration and partnership arrangements.


Projects that demonstrate a capacity to be sustained after the duration of the funding period will be preferred. 


Some suggestions for GLBT SRV projects include:


the development of information or educational material about safety issues, legal rights, the legal and justice systems


skills based activities that build capacity to better respond to violence


awareness raising campaigns or activities to inform the community about GLBT issues and concerns


specific programs or activities within a school environment focussing on improving young people’s responses to homophobic bullying and violence


relevant informative and/or educational visual arts projects eg. documentary photographs, films/video, web page design, print material


production of relevant resource materials or publications


relevant workshops that include networking opportunities


the improvement of relevant services or facilities within the community.
