Grounds of Appeal  

A ground of appeal is the reason why you want to have the determination made by the compensation assessor reviewed.  There may be more than one ground of appeal (each should be numbered). A ground of appeal can normally be stated in one sentence.

Full Particulars 

You should provide details to establish each ground of appeal; you can refer to matters that you think are of relevance.  If there is not enough room on the form you may write the details on a separate sheet and attach to the Notice of Appeal.  

Time to lodge an appeal 

The Tribunal should receive the Notice of Appeal within 3 months after the day on which the compensation assessor’s notice of determination was received by you, or your solicitor if you were legally represented.

If the appeal is lodged after the 3 months, you should provide details explaining the ‘exceptional circumstances’ that prevented you from lodging the appeal on time.  The decision as to whether an appeal lodged out of time can be received is made by the Magistrate at the time of determination.
Lodging your Notice of Appeal

After the appeal has been lodged, the Tribunal will advise you in writing the date and time of the call-over. You will also be provided with a sealed copy of the Notice of Appeal for your records.  There is no fee for lodging an appeal to the Victims Compensation Tribunal.
Will you need a solicitor?

You can appeal yourself or be represented by a solicitor.  The Law Society can provide you with the names of solicitors in your local area who may assist you in the appeal process.   The number for the Law Society Solicitor Referral Services is (02) 9926 0300 or 1800 422 713 (Toll Free Call outside metropolitan area).

Your solicitor’s fees may be paid by the Tribunal in accordance with the prescribed rate.  The solicitor is not permitted to charge you in excess of the amount awarded by the Tribunal in accordance with the scale of costs.
