NOTES FOR THE DEFENDANT. The provisional order for restitution may not be confirmed by the Tribunal until 28 days after the provisional order for restitution has been duly served on the defendant. If a notice of objection has not been filed, the Tribunal may confirm the provisional order for restitution without conducting a hearing. If a notice of objection has been filed, the Tribunal must conduct a hearing to determine whether the provisional order for restitution should be confirmed.

The Director and a defendant may enter into an arrangement with respect to payment under a provisional order for restitution or any such order that is confirmed. The arrangement may relate to time for payment or to a reduction in the total amount payable under the order or both.
